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CDP Check Installation-MAC

~ Overview of a CDP Sound Transformation System ~

This document enables you to check your CDP installation, which may be needed if updates
are downloaded, or other software or documents added. You can compare the directory
structure below with your setup to check it is correct.

The (top level) base folder for CDP is normally called edpr8 (for CDP Release 8). This
folder must contain _cdp and its several underscored subfolders, to be compatible with the
SoundLoom GUI. The documentation folder /docs could be placed elsewhere, but the usual
practice is to have it inside the CDP folder.

/edpr8 (the main top level folder for the CDP System)
/_cdp
Contains the Soundloom exe (if installed) Soundloom is downloaded from the CDP
downloads page. A desktop shortcut to Soundloom.exe is recommended.
/_edprogs - the CDP sound transformation programs (.exe)
The other folders within _cdp are installed with SoundLoom:
/_cdpatch - saved Soundloom 'patches'
/_cdpenv - Soundloom system files
/_edpins - saved Soundloom 'instruments'
/_userenv - user settings as set in Soundloom (mostly automatic)
/_userlog - logs of Soundloom sessions

/docs — the offline CDP documentation, downloaded from the CDP Downloads Page.
The Home Page (CDP_HOMEPAGE.html) and Main Index Page. (index.html)
link to all the reference documents and tutorials for the CDP system.

Keyboard shortcuts to these two files are recommended.

The documentation is also available online - see Website Links above.
The online version will always be the most up-to-date.

The top level of /docs also has supplementary general information, including:

IntroducingCDP-R8.pdf — a useful introduction to the CDP Software
Release8-NewAdditions.pdf — a checklist of new programs introduced in Release 8
SLguide-basic.pdf — Archer Endirch's tutorial for getting started with SoundLoom
twSoundLoomGuide.pdf — Trevor Wishart's guide to SoundLoom and the CDP System
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The /docs folder contains sub-folders, especially including /html and /htmltuts:

/html - the main CDP Reference Documentation, accessed from the
Main Index and other indexes.

/htmltuts - additional tutorials on specific topics, also accessed from the
Main Index (index.html).

The sub-folders of /docs are listed separately on the next page.

/docs-pdf Optionally placed within /cdpr8
The CDP Reference Documentation in PDF format, part of the documentation
download. Useful for printing a specific program manual.

/MAC — part of the CDP Documentation download. Optionally placed in /cdpr8
Contains pdf documents relating to CDP and Soundloom on the Mac,
which are also duplicated at the top level of /docs (see above)

/Soundshaper6 (if installed) Normally placed within /edpr8.
PC program which may be run via Parallels.
Soundshaper is downloaded from the CDP downloads page.
A desktop shortcut to Soundshaper.exe is recommended.

/Al-Erwin (if installed) Optionally placed in /edpr8, though can be placed anywhere.
An important granular synthesis and algorithmic mixing program by Rajmil
Fischman. To download, see the CDP website Links page.

/TV — (if installed) Optionally placed in /cdpr8, though can be placed anywhere.
Contains the Tabula Vigilans executable by Richard Orton and a handful of related
executables. '"TV'is a real-time MIDI instrument based on a spread-sheet design
concept. Its simple and clear syntax make it a useful testbed for algorithmic music
scripts. It can normally be downloaded from the CDP website Options page.

The main program, fv.exe (v.1.5), is also included with the CDP software.

/GettingStarted - contains GettingStartedTV.html and related files.

/Manual - the Tabula Vigilans Manual (as HTML and PDF), also available within
the CDP Reference Documentation.

/NewFunctions - some information about a key update.

/tutsbasic - Basic example scripts: Ewl.tv to Ew15.tv is a good place to start.
Strtend1.tv to Strtend4.tv provide example scripts that illustrate starting
and ending (possibly overlapping) tones in various ways.

/tuts_ro - a set of tutorial scripts written by TV's author, Richard Orton.

/tuts_special — some extra scripts by R Orton for special tasks.

/tvmidifile - contains mf2t.exe to change a (binary) MIDI file into a textfile and
t2mf.exe to do the opposite, with files that illustrate these processes.
These public-domain programs are also included with with the CDP software.
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The following folders are sub-folders of /docs:

/charts Reference charts and glossaries for various aspects of the CDP software,
accessible from the Documentation CHARTS page.

/charts-pdf Printable pdf versions of charts and gl;ossaries.
